classroom setting.

e The I[EP team needs to consider how to decrease the barriers to this
child's access.

o Visual language supports
o Pre-teaching and re-teaching of content
o Use of small group instruction
o Use of captioning
o Small group work moved to a quiet environment
o Professional development for the educators
